2. DISSCUSSIONS.
A. Thanx, again, to the McHenry Moose Riders, Lodge 691, who hosted the meeting at their lodge hall, again, with breakfast available at a small fee.  This facility is an outstanding venue for meetings and MC events.  
B. Posse now includes 44 MC organizations.

C. With new members attending, a brief discussion of the history and purpose of Posse was held and an explanation of how it works including getting club leaders together, web contact list for clubs, meeting minutes. attendees lists, leaders roster. Key events calendar, Posse tabs and, that we allow no dealers or marketing to the Posse.

3. Today’s Meeting included updates on:  

A. House bill 2402 – vehicle noise levels. Motorcycles db changed to cannot exceed 82 town / 86 db highway. The problem is testing sound levels with a db meter right now. Law enforcement agencies have not yet determined the best way to measure sound levels that would be legally compliant.

B. House bill 2747 – Autonomous Car Bill.     It has been proven to not detect motorcycles in blind spots. An Arizona motor officer was hit and a bicycle rider killed by autonomous cars recently.   Illinois is not ready.    NTSB has formed a motorcycle council to participate in developing legislation on autonomy. 

C. Illinois Governor’s Ride.  Given the change of Governors, there is no word yet on a Governor’s ride for 2019.
4. Guest Speakers.

A. Steve Mosias, President, EMS Road Docs, explained the first aid related certification courses that the Road Docs teach. Steve also explained the ride assistance that the Road Docs can provide to clubs. B. Steve Johnson, Accident Scene Management, explained the ASM courses and the first aid courses available from the ASM group.  Posse members can coordinate with Steve (johnson.mke@gmail.com) for scheduling courses.  
5. 2019 Events.

A. 2019 key events were reviewed by group.  Each organization in attendance updated their charity date(s) and major events for 2019 so other organizations can support their ride and not schedule a conflicting charity ride.

7. Next Meeting. 

A. Posse members discussed the frequency of holding Posse meetings twice a year in April and  November as opposed to an annual meeting in January.  Comments from attendees ranged from doing an annual January meeting to keeping it the way it is.

B. So, an email proposal to every club will be made seeking their input on three options:

i. No change.  Hold meetings in April and November

ii. Hold an annual Posse meeting each January

iii. Hold an annual January Posse meeting and do an email update on the Events Calendar and the Leaders Roster each August.
