2. DISSCUSSIONS.
A. Thanx to the American Legion Riders, Post 911, who hosted the meeting at their legion hall, again, with breakfast available at a small fee.  
B. Posse now includes 47 MC organizations and is 21 years old.
C. With new members attending, a brief discussion of the history and purpose of Posse was held and an explanation of how it works including getting club leaders together, web contact list for clubs, meeting minutes. attendees’ lists, leaders roster. Key events calendar, Posse tabs and, that we allow no dealers or marketing to the Posse.
3. Meeting included updates on:  

A. Rolling Thunder XXXIV (2022)

i. Not in DC anymore. Now nationwide in each State
ii. 2021 Chicago Rolling Thunder Memorial Day Weekend big sucess
iii. 29 May 2022 Save the date flyers handed out
B. Local Motorcycle Information
i. Dealers. A short discussion was held regarding some local MC dealers requiring customers to finance new bikes vs, paying cash. Also discussed dealer upselling like requiring the purchase of two tires when you only need one. The local lack of repair parts and accessories seems to be more of dealers not wanting to have their money tied up in parts sitting in their parts department than a “Supply Chain” problem.
ii. Riding in 2022. With the pending Biden Administration Infrastructure Bill, groups must be careful when planning rides to consider an increase in road construction, bridge repair, etc.
iii. COVID.  The fluidity of COVID mandates, restrictions, etc across the Nation will require road captains to check on those requirements when planning rides with a stop for lunch or overnight rides. Over a 4,000+ mile ride to Sturgis then CO, NM, KS, IA last year, there were no COVID issues encountered that would impact on a group ride.
iv. Gas Prices.  Not sure of price increases for this summer but, current fuel has increased 30% per gallon over 2021 prices. 
v. Motorcycle Riding Laws. There doesn’t appear to be any major changes to State motorcycle laws for 2022 like helmet laws.  However, check each State before you ride in it.
vi. McHenry Road Pirates.  It was announced that the have dissolved their organization. For many years, they assisted many clubs with their charity events. While we’ll miss the organization, their members will still be around.
C. Guest Speakers  
i. A.B.A.T.E. Update. Rich Gruner – NE Coordinator, A.B.A.T.E. Illinois Rich explained A.B.A.T.E.’s position on such Bills and gave a status on recently passed legislation such as:
· HB36 –  Reduced the $118 fee for a TA trailer plate back down to $36
· HB656 –This bill started as a ban on children riding as a passenger. ABATE got it changed to a requirement that a passenger must be able to touch a footrest. 

· WATCH – Going beyond just talking on phones, texting and driving, there are now instances where drivers are participating in video conferences (Zoom) and meetings while driving in standard vehicles and autonomous. ABATE is looking to increase penalties for distracted driving especially when it involves the fatality of a motorcyclist.
