2. DISSCUSSIONS.
A. Thanx to the McHenry Moose Riders, Lodge 691, who hosted the meeting at their lodge hall, again, with breakfast available at a small fee.  This is an outstanding venue for meetings and MC events. Riders should check out the venue, with stage, directly behind the Moose Lodge, for club events. 
B. Posse now includes 47 MC organizations and is 21 years old.
C. With new members attending, a brief discussion of the history and purpose of Posse was held and an explanation of how it works including getting club leaders together, web contact list for clubs, meeting minutes. attendees’ lists, leaders roster. Key events calendar, Posse tabs and, that we allow no dealers or marketing to the Posse.
3. Meeting included updates on:  

A. Rolling Thunder XXXIII (2021)

i. Not in DC anymore. Now nationwide

ii. Currently trying to setup a Chicago Rolling Thunder for Memorial Day Weekend

B. Harley Davidson Motor Company. A short discussion was held regarding Harley Davidson’s Hard Wire business concept and its impact on our local riding community.

C. Guest Speaker – Kevin Stirrat  –  Northern IL ABATE

i. Kevin discussed the purpose and mission of ABATE and explained why experienced riders join. Membership applications were also handed out.

ii. Northern IL ABATE is currently monitoring 40 some bills that would have an impact on motorcycling.

iii. Kevin Explained ABATE’s position on such Bills as:
· HB36 – SUPPORT – Reduces the $118 fee for a TA trailer plate back down to $18.

· HB 682 – SUPPORT – makes the $118 TA plate fee a one time fee instead of annual. 

· HB656 – SUPPORT – This bill started as a ban on children riding as a passenger. ABATE got it changed to a requirement that a passenger be able to touch a footrest. 

· HB96 – SUPPORT – Window tinting bill was amended to exclude language that would hurt motorcycles. Sponsor made the changes we asked for, ABATE is supporting it. 

· SB58 – SUPPORT – This bill is an Auto Dealer Sponsored bill that fixes their issues with trade ins. They modified it to remove motorcycles from the bill (would have raised motorcycle taxes) per ABATE request, so we’re supporting it. 

· HB90 – WATCH – establishes a program to pay traffic fines through service. ABATE is watching to make sure it does not waive higher crimes like Driving without a license or causing harm while driving without a license. 

· HB97 – WATCH – Lowers Car Registration Fees – watching to make sure it doesn’t increase motorcycle fees as it progresses. 

· HB280 – WATCH – Electric Vehicle Plating – The bill would remove EVs from receiving reduced fee plates. This brings them on par with electric motorcycles who don’t get a discount. 

· HB1718 – WATCH – The bill repeals red light cameras, but modifies the same section of law banning local regulation of motorcycles – so we’re keeping an eye on it. 

· SB70 & HB720 – WATCH – This bill allows off road vehicles to register with a $76 plate and use any road 55mph or less that is not a state route. ABATE is opposed to language requiring turn signals on dirt bikes, but we will be approaching the sponsor about it. We are seeking membership input on this issue for now. 

· Profiling - ABATE opposes any motorcycle only check-points and continues to work on anti-profiling legislation. 

· Ethanol – ABATE will continue to push for labels on E15 / E85 pumps clearly marking them as unsafe for motorcycles, and push for dedicated pumps for E15/E85 fuels. Current labeling isn’t clear on this. Using anything above E10 is a violation of Federal laws. Plus this would eliminate blender pumps that can drop up to 4 gallons of E15/E85 in your tank when you think you’re getting E10 / E0. 

· Autonomous Vehicles – Oppose deployment of driverless cars and semis without appropriate safeguards for motorcycle safety and continue to participate in industry and regulatory discussions to get our concerns with this technology addressed, including helping to develop new technology to assist motorcycle safety. 

· LED Lighting – Explore the possibility of getting Red and Blue allowed as colors for LED underlighting, currently not allowed. Illinois is only state with this strong of a ban. Firefighters and Police like these colors for their personal bikes, but IL State Police opposed this 4 years ago. An Illinois company makes a light product that glows red under the bike when brakes are applied. Currently that’s illegal in Illinois. ABATE will also look at modernizing this law to include new technology like lighted grips and clothing. 

· Poker Runs – ABATE will look at language to make poker run bill clearer that the run license is valid throughout the state, and include Cook County, so that all counties in Illinois issue licenses. 

· Distracted Driving – ABATE will push for increased penalties for those that use handheld devices and drive. There have been several motorcycle fatalities caused by drivers texting or using their Uber / Lyft app while driving. University Study says strict penalties can reduce motorcycle fatalities 11%. SOS says 25% of wrecks are caused by distracted driving. 

· DUI / Suspended license fatality – There have been a few fatal wrecks where a driver with multiple suspended / revoked license & driving without a license have caused collisions that killed motorcycles. These drivers only face jail time if they are drunk at the time, and usually less than 8 years. ABATE intends on revising the law to increase penalties for this crime. 

· Shoulder Riding – This permits motorcycles to use the shoulder of an interstate or state highway if the traffic on that highway is stopped due to construction or other issues. It allows air cooled bikes to keep moving and brings them out of a potential pile up situation. ABATE is going to begin discussions about how to bring this practice to Illinois.
