(   Attendees included representatives of 15 organizations and 27 people attending.
(  Posse is 12 years old this year and welcomes the Marine Vets Motorcycle Club, Wild Fire HOG, and the Northern Illinois Charity Riders.
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(  "Posse" tabs 


were made available to attendees at $1.00 each.   
(  The meeting started with a reminder of the purpose of Posse and limiting the use of our Posse Roster and email list.

(  Again, our thanks to George Barrington, AMA Congressman, for forwarding advisory emails regarding our areas of interest, from the American Motorcycle Association.  
(  In the legislative arena, George Barrington, AMA, and Wally Elliott, Dukane A.B.A.T.E. discussed pending clarification of the red light law, the dust law, motorcycle profiling, ethanol fuel and, sound standards.
(  George conducted decibel meter tests using AMA standards and equipment on attendees bikes following the meeting.  A few bikes passed the 94 db idle test but very few passed the 75% rpm and throttle – release tests, including bikes with stock pipes.  Decibel readings are not  released so as not to create a "loudest pipes" competition between riders.  Each rider simply receives a pass / fail.  
(  The Posse web site, www.posse.cc, has a vendors list and still needs input from everyone on good vendors and those who we should be aware of. 
(  The Posse web site has been renewed for a year and contributions were accepted toward the $65.00 fee.

(  Our Web Master, John Sweeney reminded everyone that he can update our web site (www.posse.cc) information almost immediatly....current minutes, updated club contact list, and adding the Venders List.
(  Wayne showed the group two club challenge coins and recommended Coins For Anything as a good source.  Wayne will provide everyone with their web site: http://www.coinsforanything.com 
( The group discussed the growing number of phony charitable organizations and how to verify their legitimacy. Wayne will send everyone a web site for helping to determine legitimate charity organizations. www.charitynavigator.org.
