Illinois Road Guards. We know little at this time.
(11 Feb was the original reading, with 2 amendments, 3rd Reading 10 April.  



(Blockers  will have to be certified, but certification is ambiguous at this time.  


(ABATE is helping to direct the information that is being given to the 
legislators, and AMA 
is in agreement with the direction.


( The state will do the certification (IDOT), but the local cities and 
municipalities may have to be contacted to approve the route that the ride will be 
taking.  


(The general reaction of the POSSE membership was that it will be an ‘official’ 
way of 
doing what is already being done by the clubs.    It will be a good way to 
clarify who is in control of intersections.   


(Questions on this issue include:

Will there be an insurance requirement for those who are certified?
What is the blocker's liability and authority?

Will there be a required number per riders or a limit on the number of 
certified riders in a club?


(Other suggestions included using sweep riders that will control traffic in the 
lanes coming into the rider’s path.  


(The POSSE group is a great way to identify ‘best practice’ among all groups – 
and this allows us all to know what to expect when riding with or encountering 
blocking situations.

Traffic Light Update. Law is in effect except in Chicago


( Officially, riders have to wait 120 seconds before turning left into an 



intersection on a red light.   Questions remain as to who's watch would be the 


official time, the rider or the police  officer.  Bottom line: use common sense
