DISSCUSSIONS:

The meeting was called to order by Wayne Kirkpatrick at 10:15 at Alley 64 in Palatine.  The late start was due to the large turn-out and the camaraderie of the crowd.    

Topics discussed included:
(  Alley 64. Anyone needing a meeting place should contact Chachi the Alley 64 manager to schedule the room. 

(  Legal Information:

Passing on the Right:  The driver of a vehicle with 3+ wheels may overtake and 
pass on the right of a vehicle only when the vehicle ahead is making a left.  A two 
wheel vehicle can only pass when the PAVED  width on the right is no less than 
8 feet.  


70 mph Speed Limits:  The map shows that the 70 mph limits are on the main 
hwys OUTSIDE of the Chicagoland area.  


House Bill 2508:  Manufacturers cannot require upgrades when dealerships 
move to a new facility


Handle bars can now be above shoulders


License Plates can be vertical and/or horizontal.  


RIDE BLOCKING.  Judy Kaenel, from Dukane ABATE, who wrote the law, 
advised the group on how to effectively block for the rides.   You can block as 
long as you have communication with the local law enforcement groups.   It 
relieves the communities of car-blocking and alleviates the need for more 
manpower in the communities.   There will not be any formal training or 
certification required.  Use of good common sense is the guideline.    Be sure 
that ALL communities are advised before your ride, so that they will KNOW that 
your ride is coming through.    


Bogie, McHenry County Road Pirates,  questioned the wording of the law, 
because the actual law uses the word ‘certification’.   How will that be 
addressed?  Judy, replied that the wording will eventually be 
addressed/changed, but for now that simply means that you should get 
‘approval/certification’ from each community that will be effected by your ride.  

POKER RUN BILL:  Judy Kaenel addressed the club and told a story about a 
bar that had a poker run.  Commissioners were touring the bars in the area and 
fining them for having poster’s that used the words ‘poker run’ ‘gambling’ ‘50/50’ 
'raffle' or other terms related to gambling.   595 bars were being fined.  Judy and 
the ABATE community read the wording of the gambling laws and realized that 
poker runs DO 2550 charitable runs are done each year in our area alone.  

ABATE went to the legislature and got their attention by using the Illinois State 
Police Run. They agreed that they needed to address this area.  They put 
together a bill and it was going to be passed, but the Department of Revenue 
wanted a say in the process and threatened to block the new law.  


ABATE then went to the Department of Revenue and to the Commission of 
Gaming, both groups were looking to get a cut of any gaming events.  The 
demands they were making included $250 for an event along with 1/3 of the 
moneys collected.   ABATE stopped the bill from becoming a law at that time so 
that the wording of any further bills would address the charitable events within 
the motorcycle community to effectively exempt them from these fees.  

As of now, ABATE has worked with the Illinois Legislature to develop Charitable 
Gaming Bills in both the House and the Senate.  They will be watched by ABATE 
until they are passed in both houses allowing for these charitable runs to be 
exempt from gaming laws and fees.  Both bills are up for reading again in the 
May sessions of both houses of the Illinois legislature.  


RED LIGHT LAW:  After discussion, Greg Smith, PR, DuKane ABATE,  
explained that the red light law – outside of Chicago – is that after you have 
waited at a light for 120 seconds, you may go through the intersection safely.  
Lights are density sensitive – not magnetic.  Talk to your local agencies and they 
can adjust the trigger weight of the sensors in the intersections to more 
accurately allow for motorcycles to trip the sensor.  


Speed sensors are now being used to communicate speeds to waiting officers 
up ahead.  Watch for the speed limit signs with a circle underneath.
