2. DISSCUSSIONS.
A. Thanx, again, to the McHenry Moose Riders, Lodge 691, who hosted the meeting at their lodge hall, again, with breakfast available at a small fee.  This facility is an outstanding venue for meetings and MC events.  
B. With new members attending, a brief discussion of the history and purpose of Posse was held and an explanation of how it works including getting club leaders together, web contact list for clubs, meeting minutes. attendees lists, leaders roster. Key events calendar, Posse tabs and, that we allow no dealers or marketing to the Posse.

3. Today’s Meeting included updates on:  

A. House bill 2402 – vehicle noise levels. Motorcycles db changed to cannot exceed 82 town / 86 db highway. 

B. House bill 2747 – Autonomous Car Bill.     It has been proven to not detect motorcycles in blind spots.   Illinois is not ready.    NTSB has formed a motorcycle council to participate in developing legislation on autonomy.

C. Governor’s Ride – No Current information on a ride for 2018 at this time. 

D. E15 Gas  - Avoid Blue pumps and any pump that has an E-85 option. The EPA's final 2018 Renewable Volume Obligations call for 19.29 billion gallons of renewable fuel — primarily corn ethanol — to be blended into the nation's gasoline supplies. That figure is higher than the 19.24 billion gallons the agency proposed in June and slightly higher than the 19.28 billion gallons required in 2017.  

E. Motorcycle Check-points - Nationally, states are permitted to have Motorcycle Check-points.  Illinois does not allow Federal funding to be used for MC only checkpoints.   

F. 815 Motorcycle Rides. The Rockford area motorcycle organizations have started a Posse spinoff called the 815 Motorcycle Rides on Facebook. https://www.facebook.com/815MotorcycleRides/. 

G. Twisted Roads. This is an evolving service similar to Uber, Lyft, etc.  Riders can list their bikes as available for rent on the site: https://www.twistedroad.com/how-it-works .  Riders who want to rent a bike can also find one available at this site.
